NICE Welfare Society is a Non-Government and Non-Profit organization,
registered with Social Welfare Department, Govt. of the Punjab under the Voluntary
Social Welfare Agencies (R&C) Ordinance and with the Punjab Charity Commission
under the Punjab Charities Act, 2018. It has been endeavouring for sustained social
development in the society through education, skills development, women
empowerment etc. with the support of our benefactors.

What We Do:

We have been endeavouring hard to make input in the following key areas:-

o Education

o Training and Skills Development

o Rehabilitation of Special Children
o Women Empowerment

. Social / Community Development

We have been imparting education to those who lack resources to get
education. Today, scores of children ranging from prep / nursery to high school level,
who belong to very poor families and even do not afford their basic living, are being
imparted education by the NICE. Our FREE services include:-

i) Imparting Education

ii) Vocational Training for Women

iii) Rehabilitation of Special Children through Skills Development
iv) Computer Training
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In order to lessen financial burdens of poor families, NICE has been working
to empowering women by making them skilled through training in the vocational
skills. A Vocational Training Center has been functioning for the last three years
wherein vocational training in Domestic Tailoring, Fashion Designing, Self-Grooming
/ Beautician Course is imparted, FREE OF CHARGE. After successful completion of
3 months’ course, one sewing machine is gifted to the participants as a tool to earn
their livelihood after completing their training. Uptill 31.12.2020, eight (8) batches of
vocational training programme stood passed-out whereby 267 females were made

to start their earning / Rozgar after imparting necessary vocational training. This has

benefitted more than 250 families and raised their living standards considerably.

WHAT WE DO

Details of our ongoing projects are as under:-

Vocational Training Center for Women

At its Vocational Training Centers, NICE imparts, Free of Charge, vocational
training in Domestic Tailoring, Dress Making and Fashion Designing to women
belonging to low-income class so that they are able to earn their livelihood with
dignity by doing work at their homes. This has added much to the financial health of
that family and has improved their standard of living considerably. This would further
add to the prosperity of the society and the motherland. From the experience of
conducting 6 Batches of Vocational Training uptill December, 2019, it is quite
evident that this vocational training has enhanced the working skills of the women
and their productivity as well. Through these Six (6) Batches, 215 females were
trained and more than 100 sewing machines were given to them to earn their
livelihood by doing work at their homes, independently and honourably. 7t Batch of

vocational training took off on 01.01.2020.

Beauty Training Center for Women

In order to cater an ever increasing demand of women to imparting necessary
training in beauty skills so that by using these skills, women may earn their livelihood
to bring up their families, NICE Beauty Training Center was established during the
year 2020. Three month’s course in Self-Grooming / Beautician Course is conducted
at this Center, Free of Charge. This Beauty Training Center would cater the training
needs of common women and working women of the area who intend to get training
in such vocational skills which suit their living and working as well.

It is expected that with the establishment of this Beauty Training Center:-

i) A significant number of women would gain valuable skills and would
be able to engage in gainful employment and become self-reliant.

ii) This would certainly empower women earn their living respectably.

iii) This would certainly result into poverty alleviation and enhance living
standards of women.

It can be said that the above-mentioned outcomes would obviously contribute
in the overall progress of our society.
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Monthly Ration Scheme:

Having worked on ration package during Covid-19 Lockdown, need was felt
to continue working on this concept so that less privileged class is benefited out of
our welfare schemes. In this first phase, 50 families were selected to provide

monthly ration on marginalized rate (50% subsidy from NICE).

Medical Services:

Through our newly established Medical Center, basic health services would
be provided to the needy persons, Free of Charge. Besides, due support would be

extended in providing insulin to the diabetes, free of charge, on monthly basis.

Computer Training:

Our Computer Literacy Programme continues successfully at Gulshan Model
High School, Shahdara where computer training is being imparted to the students as
per their educational and future requirements. For this purpose, a Computer Lab
was established with the generous support of National Bank of Pakistan. We

acknowledge, most sincerely, this generous gift by the NBP for the young learners.

Assistance:

Considering the hard realities of socio economic problems being faced by the
common men of the society, NICE extends financial assistance and logistic support
to the needy people, presently on small scale, out of its meager resources to fulfil
their acute needs like basic living requirements, education of children and healthcare
and / or to start their earning. It is intended that with the regular support of our

sponsors, we would be able to launch micro financing services for poverty

eradication. Let's join hands in this regard for a prosperous Pakistan.
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YEAR 2020 AT A GLANCE

In the year 2020, although Covid-19 had been prevailing all over the world
and routine activities remained halted for quite some time in the wake of Lockdown;
taken as a safety measure. Yet, it gave new dimensions of thinking and working in
such circumstances. Despite all odds, different activities remained underway which
are detailed as under:-

Celebrating International Women Day and Pink Ribbon & Corona Awareness
Seminary

On the eve of International Women Day, 2020, an Awareness Seminar was
held to make women aware of Breast Cancer and Corona Virus. Mr. Saqgib Raza,
Director Programme, Directorate General Social Welfare Punjab, Mr. Zahoor Ahmad,
Assistant Director Social Welfare were the Guests of Honour. Dr. Sehrish Saleem
and Dr. Sidra Shoukat briefed the participants of the Seminar about Breast Cancer
and Corona Virus. Guests of Honour appreciated the services being rendered by the
NICE Welfare Society for the cause of humanity and women in particular.

Corona Relief Programme:

In the wake of Covid-19, year 2020 will be remembered throughout the history
full of sufferings. It not only caused physical sufferings to the people who fell prey to
it but it tumble down the world economy and resulted into unemployment on large
scale. In our country, continuous lock down made majority of jobbers unemployed
and daily-wagers to starve. In this hour of need, NICE like other welfare
organizations endeavoured to provide necessary support to the people who were
daily wagers and in the wake of lockdown they lost their sources of income. Such
people were provide necessary food / ration packages after due verifications. By the
grace of Allah Almighty and with the support of our benefactors, NICE helped out
around 2,000 such people.

Establishment of NICE Medical Center:

In order to provide necessary medical support to those who are unable to
afford costly medical treatment, NICE Medical Center has been established during
the year 2020. General medical check and basic healthcare treatment alongwith
medicines would be provided Free of Charge. Besides, due support would be
extended in providing insulin to the diabetes, free of charge, on monthly basis.
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Inauguration of NICE Beauty Training Center:

Keeping in view the increasing demand of women of the area and our alumni
students, NICE Beauty Training Center was established under the auspices of NICE
Welfare Society to imparting vocational training in Self-Grooming / Beautician
Course. Mrs. Farzana Naheed, Principal, Govt. Vocational Training Institute, Lahore,
was the Chief Guest and inaugurated this Center in October, 2020. Overwhelming
response was seen from the women of the locality and around 25 females enrolled
in the 15t Batch of 3 months’ course in Self-Grooming / Beautician Course.

Membership of Women Chamber of Commerce & Industry, Lahore Division:

After fulfilling necessary codal formalities, NICE Welfare Society became
Member of the Women Chamber of Commerce & Industry, Lahore Division. It is
hoped that this would certainly open more avenues of better understanding, mutual
cooperation and women empowerment etc. Working of the students of Vocational
Training Center would be appropriately presented at this forum for good return to
their skills and efforts.

Passing Out Ceremony of 7" & 8" Batch of Vocational Training:

7t Batch of Vocational Training Programme, started on 01.01.2020 was to be
passed out in March, 2020 after completion of class & practical work. However, due
to Lockdown in the wake of Covid-19, Vocational Training Center remained closed
from mid-March to mid-September, 2020 as per Government instructions. On
resuming activities, 8" Batch of Vocational Training Programme started from 15
September, 2020 and completed in December, 2020. Passing-Out Ceremony of 7t
& 8t Batch of 3 months’ Vocational Training Programme was held jointly on 5
December, 2020. Hakeem Muhammad Usman, Chief Executive Marhaba
Laboratories / Patron-in-Chief NICE and Dr. Izhar-ul-Hag Hashmi, Director
Programme, Punjab Welfare Trust for Disabled & Director, AKHUWAT were the
Chief Guests. The ceremony was organized in a simple manner, following Corona
SOP’s and was attended by the students only. Certificates, gifts and sewing
machines were given to the participants of the course. Details of the event alongwith
pictures can be seen in later part of report.

Passing Out Ceremony of 15t Batch of Self-Grooming / Beautician Course:

Passing-Out Ceremony of the 1%t Batch of 3 months Vocational Training
Programme in Self-Grooming / Beautician Course was held on 19" December, 2020.
Dr. Shehla Javed Akram, Founding President of Women Chamber of Commerce &
Industry, Lahore Division was the Chief Guest. Whereas, Ms. Zeeshan, M.D.
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American Lycetuff School System and Hakeem Muhammad Usman, Chief Executive
Marhaba Laboratories were amongst the Guests of Honour. The ceremony was
organized in a simple manner, following Corona SOP’s and was attended by the
students only. Certificates, gifts and precious cosmetics were given to the
participants of the course. Details of the event alongwith pictures can be seen in
later part of report.

Annual Meeting of General Body and Conduct of Elections of the Executive
Body Members of NICE Welfare Society:
